services using a holistic model of care and practice in a culturally respectful and safe manner. 

QUALIFICATIONS AND EDUCATIONAL REQUIREMENTS 

• Baccalaureate Degree in Nursing preferred and/or Registered Nurse; 

• Current practicing registration with the College of Registered Nurses’ of British Columbia (CRNBC), and 

Remote Certification status registration with CRNBC to be obtained within two (2) years of hire if 

requested by employer. 

• Basic Life Support, Level “C” certificate 

• Advanced Cardiac Life Support (ACLS) mandatory  

• TNCC or ITLS preferred or to be obtained within 6 months 

• 2 years of recent remote nursing and/or emergency nursing experience preferred or equivalent 

experience 

• Completion of PHSA Indigenous Cultural Competency Training within 1 year 

• Completion of the Transportation of Dangerous Goods certificate within 3 months 

• Completion of Immunization certification within one year 

KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS, AND ABILITIES  

• Knowledge of First Nations Culture and traditions (specifically Carrier and Sekani) 

• Apply nursing process as required and described in CRNBC’s “Standards of Nursing Practice” 

• Demonstrate clinical competence  

• Work effectively as part of a multidisciplinary team, with other staff, and with patients/clients and their 

caregivers/families 

• Demonstrate conflict resolution, critical thinking and problem-solving skills 

• Utilize sound judgment, good observation and assessment skills, tact and empathy 

• Fact-find and seek out information and/or resources  

• Intervene in crisis or difficult situations 

• Organize and prioritize service needs and delivery of service 

• Communicate effectively, both verbally and in writing 

• Physically and emotionally able to carry out the duties of the position 

Copies of required certificates, diplomas or degrees, a class 5 driver’s licence and a criminal record check may be
